16:15 and Matthew 28:19 apply only to men or to
women, too. We know of course that women are not
to teach or to handle the Word, but how about
"preaching™ the gospel? Is it the woman's role to
just give testimonies, to encourage others and to live
her life a good testimony / being a witness the same
s "'preaching" the gospel. Can a woman pray out
aloud in church? Just praying. Like during a
meeting, everyone is asked to pray, can a woman
participate, or has she got to remain silent. Does
"silent” here mean refraining from any noise? If so,
then it would be difficult for her to worship God. In
Bro. Branham's meetings, women also spoke in
tongues etc. Can a woman hold any position in
church e.g. church secretary, treasurer? These are
just administration roles - just to help out, no
authority / leadership is implied. | know she cannot
hold any leadership positions. What can a woman
do, and what can’t a woman do?

ANSWER:
| CORINTHIANS 14:34 Let your women keep silence

SPEAK: laleo {lal-eh'-0} Preach, to use words in
order to declare one's mind and disclose one's thoughts;
to speak.

35 And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their
husbands at home: for it is a shame for women to speak
in the church.

I TIMOTHY 2:11 Let the woman learn in silence with
all subjection. 12 But | suffer not a woman to
